Digestive System  - Special Facts about it parts
Mouth:  Digestion begins here


Food is chewed and saliva is added


Carbohydrates begin digestion here

Esophagus:  Uses a muscular movement called peristalsis to push the food toward the stomach

Stomach:   Chyme is created as gastric juices are added and the food is churned


     Is a very acidic environment


     Proteins begin digestion in the stomach 

Liver: makes bile for the small intestine

Gall Bladder: stores bile and injects it into the small intestine; this help raise the pH so that the acids 

         from the stomach do not burn the intestinal wall.

Pancreas:   adds digestive juices to the small intestine
Small Intestine:  Digestion is completed here.



Fats begin digestion here



Nutrients are absorbed into the bloodstream then they go back to the liver for further 

processing.

Large Intestine:  absorbs water and forms feces

Anus: the waste passes out of the body as feces
